THINGS TO DO DURING YOUR STAY

1. By foot or local bus, there is a local Guide Friday Tour bus (see brochure for more details) which can take you to Scone Palace and Gardens

                                      DAY TRIPS TO DO

2. There is a good train service to Inverness, Glasgow, Edinburgh, Dundee and Aberdeen which allows drivers to have a day off and to enjoy the scenery.

DAY TRIPS BY CAR

There several options and directions to go by car listed below,

1. Go North up the A9 to Bruar Falls an 80 min drive where you can enjoy the House of Bruar Shopping Complex and Restaurant. Either on the journey there or on the return journey you can visit Blair Castle, the village of Blair Atholl, the towns of Pitlochry, and Dunkeld & Birnam, Bankfoot where the Macbeth Visitor Centre and the Scottish Liqueur Centre.

2. Go North up the A9 as far as Pitlochry, then take to the hills via Bridge of Cally, to Blairgowrie and Kirriemuir birthplace of J.M.Barrie author of Peter Pan, returning Glamis Castle (birthplace of the Queen Mother), Coupar Angus and Scone Palace.

3. Go West on the A85 towards Creiff where you can visit the Creiff Visitor Centre (see brochure), And the nearby Famous Grouse Experience. From there you then have the option of taking the picturesque route to Aberfeldy via Amulree driving down Strathtay back to the A9 to Perth or to Stirling and the attractions there.

4. Take the A9 West to Auchterarder en-route to Stirling and visit the Castle and other attractions, returning via Tillycoultry (woollen mills & retail outlets) and Dollar back to Perth.

5. A pleasant drive round the East coast of Fife visiting the town of St.Andrews and the fishing villages of Crail, Pittenweem and Anstruther, returning via Freuchie And Falkland (Palace and quaint village streets).

6. Drive along the Tay towards Dundee home of Shackleton’s ship Discovery (see brochure), and the Frigate Unicorn.
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
